I am a mechanical contractor, writing to you on behalf of the National Trade Contractors Coalition of Canada (NTCCC), regarding my deep concern over the lack of prompt payment legislation in Canada.

As a local small business owner, I employ ## people in the community; part of the 250,000 Canadians employed as trade contractors in Canada.  My business, like many others, is facing difficult times in today’s uncertain economic climate.  This is worsened by the absence of prompt-payment legislation, leaving many trade contractors like myself unpaid for services performed.  A predictable revenue stream is necessary for trade contractors to be able to pay for operational costs such as insurance, equipment, and salaries.  

We are the ones doing the work.  As trade contractors, we believe that an honest day’s work should give an honest day’s pay, not an honest day’s pay… eventually.  Plain and simple, there is an urgent need for legislation that will ensure payment in a prompt fashion so that our businesses can continue to be successful and provide employment in communities across Canada.  

As a Coalition, we were encouraged by the positive response we received from Members of Parliament during the Awareness Day and look forward to working with you as we move forward on this important issue.
